Material Uncertainty related to Going Concern

We would like to refer to Note (2) on the Going Concern Basis. As of December 31, 2024, the company's
accumulated losses amounted to (426,652) Saudi Riyals, which exceeds 50% of the company's capital. These
matters indicate a significant uncertainty regarding the company's ability to continue as a going concern. The
Companies Law in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia requires the partners to call a meeting to decide whether the
company should continue its activities or be dissolved before the end of its term. The partners have
undertaken, through a letter, to provide financial support as needed to enable the company to meet its
obligations when they fall due. Accordingly, these financial statements have been prepared on a going
concern basis.

Another Matter

The Independent Auditor’s Report for the previous year for the fiscal year ending on May 31, 2024 was issued
by another auditor.




Management's Responsibilities for the Financial Statements:

The management is responsible for the preparation of the financial statements in accordance with the
international standard for small and medium-sized enterprises approved by the Saudi Organization for
Certified Public Accountants (SOCPA) The provisions of the Companies Law, the company’s founding
contract, the company's articles of association, and it is responsible for the internal control that the
management deems necessary, to enable it to prepare financial statements free of essential misstatement,
whether due to fraud or error.

Upon the preparation of the financial statements, the management is responsible for assessing the entity's
ability to be a going concern as a stable entity and for disclosing appropriate matters relating to the going
concern, and using the going concern as basis of accounting, unless there is an intention to liquidate or cease
the operation of the entity, or there is no option otherwise.

company’s articles of association with regard to the preparation and presentation of the financial statements.

Establishment Activities: Extension of oil and gas pipelines - Extension of water lines between and within cities and establishment
of new networks - Construction of stations and main water distribution lines - Construction of sewage stations and projects, sewage
networks and pumping stations - Construction of refineries, petrochemical plants and refineries - Installation of lighting systems -
Installation and maintenance of fire alarm devices and equipment - Water transportation via pipelines - Gas transportation via

pipelines - Crude oil transportation via pipelines - Natural gas transportation via pipelines - Operation and maintenance of pumping
stations and pipelines.

Fiscal Year: The fiscal year begins on January 1, 2024, and ends on December 31, 2024.

2-Summary of Key Accounting Policies

2-Basis of Preparation

2-1 Statement of Commitment

The financial statements are prepared in accordance with the International Financial Reporting Standard for Small and Medium-
Sized Entities (IFRS SIMES) as adopted by the Saudi Organization for Certified Public Accountants (SOCPA} and other publications
issued by SOCPA.

2-2 Measurement Basis

The accompanying financial statements are prepared on a historical cost basis and in accordance with the accrual accounting
principle.

2-3 Currency of Presentation

The financial statements are presented in Saudi Riyals.

Going Concern Basis

As of December 31, 2024, the company's accumulated losses amounted to SAR 426,652, exceeding 50% of its share capital. This
indicates a material uncertainty regarding the company's ability to continue as a going concern. The Saudi Arabian Companies Law
requires the partners to convene a meeting to decide whether to continue the company's operations or dissolve it before the end
of its term. The partners have committed, through a letter of financial support, to providing the necessary financial support upon
request to enable the company to meet its obligations as they fall due. Accordingly, these financial statements have been prepared
on a going concern basis.

Significant Accounting Estimates and Assumptions

Preparing financial statements in accordance with IFRS for SMEs requires the use of estimates and assumptions that affect the
amounts of assets and liabilities, the disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities as of the financial statement date, and the
estimation of revenues and expenses during the financial period. These estimates and assumptions are continuously evaluated
and are based on past experience and other factors, including expectations of future events that are appropriate to the
circumstances. An entity makes estimates and assumptions about the future, which, by definition, rarely equal actual results.

The estimates and assumptions that have a significant risk of materially altering the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities during
the financial year are discussed below:

a. Impairment of Trade Receivables

A provision for impairment of trade receivables is established when there is objective evidence that the entity will not be able to
collect all amounts due under the original terms of the agreements. Significant financial difficulties faced by the debtor, and the
likelihood of bankruptcy, restructuring, default, or payment delays, constitute objective evidence of impairment of trade
receivables. For significant individual amounts, an assessment is conducted on a case-by-case basis




b. Zakat and Tax

The establishment is subject to zakat in accordance with the regulations of the Zakat, Tax and Customs Authority. Zakat calculations
require knowledge and application of zakat rules and regulations to assess the impact of zakat and tax obligations at the end of a
specific period. This obligation is considered an estimate until the final assessment is made by the Zakat, Tax and Customs
Authority.

3. Key Accounting Policies

Property, Plant, and Equipment

Property, plant, and equipment are presented at cost after deducting accumulated depreciation. This cost includes the amount
paid to acquire the asset and any costs directly related to bringing the asset to the site in the condition required for it to be
operational as intended by management. These costs may include site preparation, delivery, initial handling, installation, assembly,

and commissioning. Depreciation is calculated using the straight-line method over the estimated useful life, based on the following
annual rates:

Asset Depreciation Rate

Furniture and Furnishings 15-20%

An entity recognizes the cost of replacing parts of property, plant, and equipment as a separate asset or to the carrying amount
when the cost is incurred and when future economic benefits are likely to flow to the entity. The replacement cost is then written
off.

All other repair and maintenance costs are recognized in the profit and loss account during the period in which they are incurred.
The establishment applies a cost model to measure all categories of property and equipment. After recognition as an asset, an
item of property and equipment is presented as a cost less any depreciating depreciation and impairment losses, if applicable.
Annual review of residual values and useful lives: The residual value and useful lives of assets are reviewed and adjusted as
necessary and at the end of each accounting period. If the expected value differs from prior estimates, the change is recognized
as a change in accounting estimates.

Intangible Assets

Intangible assets consist of accounting programs. Intangible assets with defined useful lives that are purchased separately are
measured at cost less accumulated amortization and total impairment losses. Amortization is recognized using the straight-line
method over their estimated useful lives of 10 years. The estimated useful life and amortization method are reviewed at the end
of each financial reporting period, and any changes in estimates are accounted for on a forward basis. Intangible assets with
indefinite useful lives that are purchased separately are recorded at cost less total impairment losses. They are amortized at
management's best estimate for a period not exceeding 10 years.

Impairment of Non-Financial Assets

For property, plant, and equipment, the company assesses at each reporting date whether there are indicators of impairment. If
any such indicators exist, management estimates the recoverable amount of the asset and compares it to its carrying amount. If
the recoverable amount is the estimated value of an asset, an impairment loss is recognized in the profit or loss statement by the
amount of the impairment. The recoverable amount of an asset is its fair value less its cost of sale or its value in use, whichever is
greater.

Financial Instruments

Financial instruments are any contract that creates a financial asset for one entity and a financial liability or equity instrument for
another entity. All financial instruments used by an entity are basic financial instruments to which Section M11 of the Financial
Reporting Standard for Small and Medium-sized Entities applies. The entity's financial assets and liabilities consist primarily of cash,
cash equivalents, other debit and credit balances, and related party accounts. The entity does not use any derivative financial
instruments.

Initial Measurement:

Financial instruments are initially measured at cost. However, if they represent a financing transaction, they are measured at the
present value of future payments.

Post-Report Measurement

At the end of each reporting period, the Establishment measures financial instruments as follows:

*Financial assets and liabilities that are debt instruments are measured at amortized cost using the real interest rate.
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*Investments in assets listed on financial markets (if any) are measured at fair value, with changes in fair value recognized in profit
or loss.

Classification of Financial Assets and Liabilities

Initial Assessment and Measurement

The Establishment classifies an asset as current when it is expected to be realized, or there is an intention to sell or consume it, in
the normal operating cycle; or when it is held primarily for trading purposes; or when it is expected to be realized within twelve
months after the balance sheet date. Cash and cash equivalents are also classified as current unless they are prohibited from being
spent or used to settle a liahility for at least twelve months after the balance sheet date. All other assets are classified as non-
current assets.

A liability is classified as current when it is expected to be settled in the normal operating cycle; or when it is held primarily for
trading purposes; or when it is expected to be realized within twelve months after the balance sheet date; or when there is no
unconditional right to lease settlement of the liability for at least twelve months after the balance sheet date.

All other liabilities are classified as non-current liabilities.

Post-assessment measurement

All assets are measured at cost less impairment, except for loans, which are measured at amortized cost using the real interest
method. '

Debt instruments classified as current assets or current liabilities are measured at the undiscounted cash amount or other
monetary consideration expected to be paid or received (unless the arrangement is, in effect, a financing transaction).

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents consist of cash on hand, cash in current accounts with banks, and other highly liquid, short-term
investments with an original maturity of three months or less (if any) that are available to the company without restrictions. Cash
flows are prepared using the indirect method.

Trade Receivable and Payable Accounts

Trade receivable accounts are presented at the original invoice amount after deducting provisions for doubtful debts. A provision
for doubtful debts is established when there is objective evidence that the entity is unable to collect the amounts due according
to the original terms of the receivable accounts. Bad debts are written off when identified against the corresponding provisions.
The provisions are charged to the income statement. Any subsequent recoveries of previously written-off receivable accounts are
recorded as other revenue.

Payable accounts represent amounts to be paid in the future for goods or services received, whether or not they have been
invoiced by the supplier.

Provisions

Provisions are recognized when an entity has a present or anticipated implied or statutory liability arising from a past event, and
there is a possibility of using resources to settle the liability, and the amount can be reliably estimated.

Zakat and Income Tax

Zakat and income tax are recognized in the accompanying financial statements by charging them to the income statement. Any
adjustments resulting from the final assessment of zakat and tax are recorded in the income statement for the year in which they
are assessed.

Employee Benefits - End-of-Service Indemnity Provision

Under the provisions of the Labor Law in the Kingdoem of Saudi Arabia, the Establishment records an end-of-service indemnity
provision for its employees. This expense is charged to the income statement, where the liability is calculated based on the present
value of the gratuity the employee would have been entitled to had they left their job as of the balance sheet date. The amounts
paid at the end of service are calculated based on the employee's final salary and allowances and their accumulated years of
service, as detailed in the Labor Law in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia. Due to the unnecessary effort and cost associated with
measuring present value and the actuarial assumptions involved, the actuarial assumptions regarding the discount rate, retirement
age, salary increases, and the adjustment period have been disregarded.

Value Added Tax (VAT)

VAT was implemented in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia following Cabinet Resolution No. 654 dated 01/11/1438 AH (corresponding
to 2017 G.), approving the VAT Law, and Royal Decree No. (M/113) dated 02/11/1438 AH (corresponding to 2017 G.). The
Implementing Regulations for the VAT Law were approved by the Board of Directors of the General Authority for Zakat, Tax and
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Customs under Resolution No. 383% dated 14/12/1438 AH (corresponding to 2017G). The Implementing Regulations were
published in the Official Gazette and implemented on 1 January 2018 G. at a rate of 5%. The VAT rate was subsequently amended
from 5% to 15% and implemented effective 1 July 2020 G,

Revenues, expenses, and assets are recognized after deducting VAT, except in the following cases:

a. When the tax incurred is non-refundable, or when it is deducted from the tax authority upon the purchase of assets or services,
or as part of an expense item where applicable.

b. Accounts receivable and accounts payable that have been recorded with the VAT amount.

The net amount of recoverable input and output tax is included as an account receivable or account payable item in the statement
of financial position.

Statutory Reserve

According to the Companies Law in force in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia issued by Royal Decree No. (M/16) dated 22 Rabi’ al-
Awwal 1438 AH and its amendments, it is required to set aside a percentage of (10%) of the annual net profits for the Statutory
Reserve account, and this reserve is not distributable as a share of profits, and it is permissible to stop setting aside this reserve
when it reaches a percentage of (30%) of the paid-up capital.

Related Parties:

The Establishment identifies related parties in accordance with the definition provided in Section C of the International Standard
for Small and Medium-sized Enterprises (ISMEE). Transactions with related parties include the transfer of resources, services, or
obligations between the entity and related parties, regardless of whether a price is charged. The terms and conditions of these
transactions are approved by management.

Revenue Generation

The Establishment recognizes revenue from customer contracts based on five steps, as defined in the standard Revenue from
Customer Contracts, which are as follows:

1. Identify the contract with the customer.

2. Identify the performance cbligations in the contract.

3. Determine the transaction price.

4. Allocate the transaction price to the performance obligations in the contract.

5. Recognize revenue when the entity fulfills the performance obligation.

Sale of goods: Revenue from a sale is recognized at the time control of the asset is transferred to the customer or at a specific
point in time, usually upon delivery. Revenue is measured net of returns and trade discounts, if applicable.

Cost of revenue:

The costs of revenue include cash and credit purchases of goods and services, sales and marketing expenses, and other expenses
besides the cost of services. Other expenses are classified as general and administrative expenses. Expenses are recorded as period
expenses if the relevant period cannot be determined and are charged to the appropriate period.

Operating and Finance Leases

Leases are classified as finance leases if the lease entails a substantial transfer of the benefits and risks of ownership related to the
lease term. Other leases are classified as operating leases, where operating lease revenues are included in the income statement
according to the straight-line method, distributed over the lease periods.

Administrative and General Expenses

Administrative and general expenses are measured and recognized as period expenses on an accrual basis and are charged to the
accounting period in which they are incurred. Expenses that benefit more than one accounting period are allocated to these
periods on a time basis and at their historical cost.

Foreign Currency Transactions and Balances

Transactions conducted in foreign currencies are converted to Saudi Riyals at the exchange rates prevailing on the date of those
transactions. Gains and losses from foreign currency differences resulting from the settlement of these transactions, as well as
those resulting from the conversion of foreign currency assets and liabilities, are recognized at the exchange rates prevailing at the
end of the period in the income statement.

16- The Financial Instruments & Risks Management:

The company's activities expose it to many financial risks: market risks (including currency risks, fair value
and cash flows, interest rate risks, credit risks and liquidity risks). The company's overall risk management
program focuses on financial market fluctuations and seeks to reduce potential negative effects on
financial performance for the company, the following is a summary of the most important types of risks:

A) Currencies Risks:

C) Credit Risks:

The credit risks are represented in the failure of any party to fulfill his financial obligations causing financial
losses to the other party, the Company does not have significant concentration of credit risk, cash is placed
with banks with sound credit ratings.

D) Liguidity Risks:

Liquidity risks include the inability of the company to meet its financial obligations when they are due.
Liquidity risks caused by inability to sell a financial asset quickly and for amount close to its fair value,
liquidity risks can be controlled by monitoring on regular basis by the management of the company to
make sure of the availability of adequate liquidity to meet its future obligations.
